Terry has worked in a group practice setting
for a long time. She has good knowledge
and skills and has shown dedication to both
patient care and the management of my
patient flow. Over the years, she has shown
a great ability to acquire new skills and
keep up on the latest developments. She
has always kept my surgery log and man-
aged my schedule. My patients all speak
highly of her but these are things we expect
from any good technician.

Over the last few years or so, | started do-
ing anti-VEGF injections in my patients.
This has involved learning a new skill set of
setting up for injections in the office. Terry
has mastered this skill and has taught oth-
ers. It has also required keeping logs of
when injections were done, when the pa-
tients are due back, who missed appoint-
ments, following up on missed appoint-
ments and making sure the patient returns
to the office. Anti-VEGF injections usually

require a telephone follow up call a few
days after the injection to check for infec-
tion, in lieu of an office visit. Terry has taken
it upon herself to make those calls, even if
the call falls on a Sunday or a holiday, in-
cluding Christmas weekend. She then texts
me the results.
